His loved ones
stayed in Monea though, and that's where their graves are.”

Monea is a small viflage in the Parish of Devinsh, in the county of Fermanagh, that was
in Ulster, the northernmost province in Ireland. Ulster was the provine that was hit with the
most bloodshed in the lrish Rebellion of 1641. Jericho, as a child, experienced most of i first
hand. Protestants and Catholics massacred cach other right out in the open. He had grown up
in Monea. He remembered as a young boy when Rory Maguire tried to conguer Monea castle
from the Protestants. Rory failed but Jericho swore when he was old enough he would fight for
his Catholic brothers against the Protestant invaders—and he did. He joined al the tail end of
the rebellion in 1649 at the age of fificen and fought n the last three years of i, killing his share
of Protestants.
